He worked at the Academy of Fine Arts in Prague as a teacher and researcher and vice-rector for education. Mr. Kovalčik is professionally engaged in the issue of the relationship between high and popular culture, design theory and education in art schools.

He runs the Center for Global Studies and the Department of Moral and Political Philosophy at the Philosophical Institute of the Academy of Sciences of the Czech Republic in Prague. It is interesting to point out that Mr. Hrubec was the founding rector of East Africa Star University which provides education to students from post-conflict and conflicting sub-Saharan African countries.

Václav Kopecký has been working in the Association for International Affairs (AMO) since 2007. The main areas of his specialization are Foreign and Environmental Policy of China and the new Security Threats which Asia has to currently face. He has been working at CEC Government Relations in Prague since 2012. During his studies, he studied at Tsinghua University and Sichuan University in China and at the University of Kent in the United Kingdom. He can speak English, German and Chinese.

Panel discusion:  Cyber Security and Cooperation in Europe
The Security Section of the Model Conference of the Faculty of International Relations deals with cyber security within members of the OSCE.
